CURFEW ORDER

Order No. 212/MA

Whereas, the COVID-19 has been declared epidemic disease
by the Gowt. of Punjab and Gowt. of India as well, there is apprehension of
spread of COVID-19 in District Faridkot due to non-cooperation of general public
during lockdown in the District. There is also apprehension of law and order
problem due to COVID-19, which may cause danger to Human Lives, Property
and disturbance of Public tranquility. Therefore, | am of the opinion that there is
sufficient ground for proceeding under section 144 of Code of Criminal
Procedure, 1973, and that immediate prevention & speedy remedy is desirable.

Now therefore, | Kumar Saurabh Raj, |AS, District
Magistrate, Faridkot by virtue of the power vested in me under seclion 144 of
the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1973 hereby impose CURFEW in the territorial
Jurisdiction of District Faridkot and direct that this curfew order shall be enforced
immedialely today effective from 02.00 PM (14.00 hours onwards) till further
orders. No member of public shall remain out of door or any street roads or any
public place falling in the boundary of District Faridkot.

This order shall not be applicable to the Police personnel,
Paramilitary & Military personnel and the Government functionary on emergency
duty, on production of I-Card and the personnel having Curfew Exemption
Passes issued by the District Magistrate, Additional District Magistrate, SDMs
and Assislant Commissioner(G), Faridkot.

There shall be no ban on funeral ceremony, but the concerned
persons have to be complied with the orders issued earlier regarding ban on
assembly of more than 20 persons, due to COVID-19 situation. The Government
& Private Hospitals shall remain open for emergency duty.

Keeping in view the urgency of the matter, this order is passed
ex-parte in the public interest and addressed to the public in general.

ORDER

WHEREAS, in exercise of powers under the Epidemic Diseases Act, 1897, the Government of
Punjab has already i1ssued the Pumab Epidemic Diseases, COVID19 BRegulations, 2020 for the
containment and prevention of the spread of COVID19,

WHEREAS, in exercise of the powers conferred under the Rule 12 of the Punjab Epidemie
Diseases, COVID19 Regulations, 2020, a lockdown was put in place in the territorial jurisdiction of

the district in public interest with immediate effect upto March 31, 2020 (inclusive)

WHEREAS, it is imperative to put in place stricter measures of 1solation and social distancing
to contain the spread of COVID-19 in the district as a lot of non-essential movement of people and

vehicles has been reported,

And WHEREAS 1 am satisfied that such movement poses a threat to public health by the
spread of COVID19 which poses a danger to human life, health and safety.

And THEREFORE, 1, Girish Dayalan, IAS, District Magistrate, Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar,
in exercise of powers conferred under Section 144 of Cr. PC hereby order that earfew shall be
imposed in the District till further orders. No person shall leave their homes or shall move on
foot, or by vehicle or travel or stand or roam around on any road or public place (except for emergency

mediecal aid). Further, any assembly of 5 or more persons shall not be allowed anywhere in the district.

This shall not apply to those tasked with law and order/ emergency services duties including
executive magistrates, police personnel, military/ paramilitary personnel in uniform, health,
government machinery tasked with COVID19 related duties and those especially issued a permit by
the DM / ADM/ SDM or other officer authorized in this behalf.

This order shall come into force with immediate effect till March 31, 2020 or until further

orders.

Further, in view of the emergent nature of the order, it is being issued ex-parte and is
addressed to the public in general. The compliance of these orders shall be ensured by the executive
magistrates (including those especially appointed) and police officers/officials. Violations may be

strictly dealt with under relevant provisions of the TPC,

This order shall be promulgated by the announcement through publicity vans and through

press notes for publication in the newspapers having circulation in the area.
